Set designer, was educated in Architecture at the Technische Hochschule in Darmstadt and in Art at the Städelschule in Frankfurt. He also studied sociology and philosophy at the Johann Wolfgang Goethe Universität, Frankfurt, with Theodor Adorno and Max Horkheimer. Mr. Madlener’s artistic work has been exhibited in shows throughout Europe and the United States, including one man shows at the Palais des Beaux Art, Brussels, and the Centre Pompidou, Paris, and an exhibit of collections of over ninety drawings and paintings on the theme “Death in Venice” (after Thomas Mann and Luchino Visconti) at the Kunsthalle in Darmstadt and the Biennial in Venice. During 1986 his work on the theme “Ettal-Barocco” was exhibited both at the Chiesa de Santa Croce, Citta di Castello, Italy, and at the Museo de Bellas Artes in Buenos Aires, Argentina, and was also featured at the São Paulo Biennial. His work is included as part of the public collections at the Musée d’Art Moderne, Brussels, Bibliotheque Musicale Gustav Mahler, Paris; the Solomon Guggenheim Museum, New York; and Guild Hall, East Hampton, among others.  Jörg Madlener, while studying in Frankfurt, was awarded first prize at the International Festival of Young Theater in Erlangen, Germany, for his design of Eli of Nelly Sachs. He has taught art classes in Belgium, Germany, and in the United States, including ten years with the Ecole d’Art d,Uccle in Brussels.  In 2001 he founded the Academy Toblach-Dobbiaco for painting and photography in the Dolomites in Italy.

As a designer for the stage, Mr. Madlener’s recent credits include Moliere’s Dom Juan and Fourberies de Scapin for the National Theater, Brussels, and the National Theater at the Hague, Nederlands; Shakespeare’s A Midsummer’s Night’s Dream for the National Theater Saarbrücken, Germany; and Achternbusch’s Mein Herbert for the National Theater, Karlsruhe, Germany.

In 1998, together with the architect Midori Kurihana, he founded the new Atelier Madlener for theater and opera design.  Their work includes A Midsummer Night’s Dream by Britten, Fallstaff by Verdi, Floyd’s Susannah, and Turnage’s Greek for the Aspen Opera Theater Center. 

In 1999, the team designed Cosí fan Tutte of Mozart and Ariadne auf Naxos of Strauss for the Aspen Opera Theater Center and in the year 2000, Fidelio of Beethoven for Opera Colorado.
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
